The DVR Configuration Tool and DVR Viewer
application are core to all our video systems.
The Configuration Tool manages any 
number of local or remote DVRs, recognizing
any new unit added to the IP network
automatically. This tool controls the settings
and characteristics of all video inputs, audio
inputs, alarms and peripheral devices
connected to the DVR.

The DVR Viewer enables users to view live
video, and associated 2-way audio if desired,
and to search recorded video from any DVR.
Advanced search functions based on
time/date, alarm, motion activity, ATM or
POS transaction data, allow users to retrieve
relevant video clips instantly, at any time,
from any point on the network. The Mobile
Viewer makes this capability to view live or
recorded video available to mobile security
staff via their PDA.  

The DVR Player, which is included automa-
tically when evidence CDs are burned, and 
is also freely downloadable from our website
(www.marchnetworks.com), enables video
clip playback by third parties such as law
enforcement agencies and the judiciary, and
includes secure authentication1 of the video.
All these applications are available in English
or Spanish language format, and all function
consistently across the March Networks
product family.
